Statement of Problem:
Understanding engineering data.  What it is, what it does, where does it come from, how is it generated, how is it used, who uses it, how does it affect the Air Force. Specific articles on different segments/users/sources of engineering data.  Provide insights into the various users and their functions.  How engineering data is used in these varioius disciplines and functions.
c.
How we acquire engineering data, house it, and provide it to the user.  Need background on various storage mediums, transition to current digital capabilities.  Background on how engineering data is provided to the user, from paper prints to current digital on-line access.
Assigned to:
MSG/MMF to take lead and coordinate overall effort.  MSG/MMF to draft initial overview article(s) and provide copies for review and continuity.

All AFEDG focal points to take lead at their respective facilities for research and authoring of specific articles either by themselves, others, teams, etc., as they consider best.  Utilize local sources and other disciplines to develop articles.  Coordinate proposed article drafts and recommendations for topics with MSG/MMF to avoid duplication of effort, for potential help in research, and possible collaboration in authoring articles.
