Subject:  Revision, AFMCMAN 21-2

Statement of Problem:  With the publication of AFMCMAN 21-2, it is essential that formal revision action begin so that lessons learned from the implementation of this manual can be incorporated and corrections made to address any and all initial mistakes.  Assessment of the content of this Manual has determined that some aspects may apply beyond the scope of AFMC.

Action Requested:  Each AFEDG member, in particular those directly involved with Repository mangement of engineering data, take note of any deficiencies in this manual.  Clearly indicate the exact nature of the deficiency, the impact if not corrected, and develop recommendations for correction and submit to MSG/ILMP.  Upon accumulation of correction recommendations, MSG/ILMP will incorporate them into a draft for review circulation.  Content of this Manual is to be evaluated and recommendations submitted for transfer of appropriate portions to AFI 21-401 or development of an Air Force Manual for application Air Force wide.  Of particular concern is the guidance for acquiring on-line digital access to JEDMICS for data required by operational units.
Assigned to:  Each AFEDG member.  Special emphasis is placed on each ALC Repository function to review and determine Air Force wide applications contained in this Instruction which would be candidates for transfer to AFI 21-401 or development of a new Air Force Manual.

Nov 98 Meeting:  102FW/LGQD, ANG: Rewrite of para 4.1 & 4.2 for guidance suitable for application at Air Force level.
Due Date  INPUT:  Correction recommendations may be submitted at any time.  Cutoff will be 2 Jan 99   15 Jan 01.

DRAFT REVIEW:  ESC/AV-2, in cooperation with HQ AFMC/ENPS, will compile and incorporate correction recommendations and circulate for review not later than 1 Mar 99 01.  Review cover letter will provide suspense for review response.  Recommendations for areas to be transferred to AFI 21-401 or potential new Air Force Manual will be included with those reviews, refer to AI 98-1 and AI 98-1A.  Primary consideration is to eliminate conflicts and redundancies with AFI 21-401 and AFMAN 21-407.

Progress Report/Final Report:

Apr 98 Meeting Update:  The initial actions assigned continue as tasked with additional efforts noted in bold type above.  This additional tasking is to determine the feasibility of elevating some of the content of AFMCMAN 21-2 to Air Force level due to the repository access guidance contained therein.  Additional research will be conducted by MSG/ILMP towards the potential of developing joint-service guidance leading to uniform access criteria and policy.

Nov 98 Meeting Update:  Resulting from IMC 98-01 to AFI 21-401, elimination of AF Form 1154 and retaining AF Form 1147 were agreed upon during the meeting.  Although AF Form 1147 is still in wide-spread and effective use, AF Form 1154 is no longer in use.  The Iterim Change to AFI 21-401 (IC98-1) will retain AF Form 1147 and let AF Form 1154 be eliminated.  Para 4.1 & 4.2, recommended for transition to an Air Force level Manual per tasking of AI #98-1A is to be rewritten by the ANG focal point for implementation.  

31 Mar 99 Update:  Considerable progress has been made regarding movement of material from AFMCMAN 21-2 to Air Force level publications, including the current AFMC Form 41.  However, until AFI 21-401 revision and the proposed AFMAN 21-XX are published, further development work on AFMCMAN 21-2 is on hold.  This action item remains OPEN.

Apr 99 Meeting Update:  As discussed during the meeting in a post-meeting session, this action item is on hold pending completion of current AFI 21-401 revision efforts and the development of an AFMAN companion.  This action item remains OPEN and, even though in a hold status, any improvement comments are still being requested.

Nov 99 Meeting Update:  This action item remains on hold pending completion of action for development of AFMAN 21-XXX and transition of AFMC Form 41 to an AF Form.  This action item remains OPEN and, even though in a hold status, any improvement comments are still being requested.

31 October 2000 Update:  This action has been on hold pending publication of AFMAN 21-407 and AF Form XXXX.  The new manual and form have been finalized and are ready to be submitted for publication.  Some preliminary work has been done and posted to the Engineering Data Website and action resumed.  The primary consideration is to identify and remove any conflicts or duplications as the result of AFMAN 21-407 publication and revisions to AFI 21-401.  This action item remains OPEN.

Nov 00 Meeting Update:  MSG/MMF has been tasked to post proposed revision work to the Engineering Data web site for review and comment.  Suspense for posting is 15 Dec 00, suspense for comment submission is 15 Mar 01.  This action item remains OPEN.

3 April 01 Update:  There have been four comments received on AFMCMAN 21-2.  These comments were concerned primarily with addressing the digital aspects of engineering data management.  Based on these comments and lack of other response, will proceed with formal review coordination and publication.  This action item remains OPEN until publication.

Apr 01 Meeting Update:  AFMCMAN 21-2 revision review comments to be provided to MSG/MMF for incorporation and preparation of formal review coordination in preparation for publishing.  Tasking to AFMC organizations for comment submission to MSG/MMF by 4 May 01, HQ AFMC/ENP distribution to AFMC organizations of formal review coordination package, 30 May 01, with a response suspense of 30 Jun 01.  This action item remains OPEN.

24 July 2001 Update:  Letters were sent out for formal AFMC coordination 18 Jun 01.  As of this date responses include 9 concurrences and 1 no interest with 9 addressees yet to respond.  Those not responding by 31 Jul 01 will be considered as having no interest and will be removed from the AF Form 673 coordination sheet.  This action item remains OPEN.

8 October 2002 Update:  This Action Item is interdependent with AI’s 97-4, 97-6, 98-1 & 98-1A.  Activity on each is pending action by AFDPO/PPPF regarding development finalization of AF Forms 4264, 4265, & 4266.  This action item is on HOLD.

28 February 2003 Update:  This Action Item continues to be interdependent with AI’s 97-4, 97-6, 98-1 & 98-1A.  HQ USAF/ILMM continues to negotiate with AFDPO/PPP to determine when AF Forms 4264 & 4265 will be available for formal review action.  AF Form 4266 has been deleted, see AI 97-6.  This Action item is on HOLD.
