Potential Develoment of Air Force Manual companion to AFI 21-401
Statement of Problem:
This is a companion to AI 98-1.  Currently AFMCMAN 21-2 contains information regarding user access to JEDMICS that is applicable to all users including operational command functions.  To dessiminate this information and establish uniform Air Force wide access procedures, it appears appropriate to establish an Air Force level manual similar to AFMCMAN 21-2.

Action Requested:
In conjunction with the tasked review of AFMCI 21-401 (AI 97-4) and AFMCMAN 21-2 (AI 97-5), develop and circulate for review a draft AFMAN for the purpose of promulgating Air Force wide guidance for users of AFMC maintained engineering data.  MSG/ILMP, as agent for HQ AFMC/ENPS will prepare a draft AFMAN based on inputs received from reviewers of AFMCI 21-401 and AFMCMAN 21-2 and circulate throughout the AFEDG members for review and comment.  Each AFEDG member, upon receiving the draft will review and provide appropriate comments following the format provided with the draft.  Comments must be identified as SUGGESTED or ESSENTIAL.  All recommended changes must include the complete text of the change as proposed, and ESSENTIAL material will be fully substantiated or it will be considered as SUGGESTED.  MSG/ILMP will then integrate responses, resolve conflicts unilaterally or through further coordination as appropriate.  Concurrently, MSG/ILMP in coordination with HQ AFMC/ENPS, will coordinate this action with HQ USAF/ILMM for establishment of the appropriate Air Force designation.

Completion Date:  Dependent on the extent of comments received and number of reviews required.

Progress Report/Final Report:
Nov 98 Meeting Update:  Discussions centered around the transition of AFMCMAN 21-2 material to be moved to an AFMAN, the restructuring of that maerial, and further expansion of that material if any.  Based on meeting discussions, revised the projected schedule for draft preparation and review.  This is a joint tasking in conjunction with AI #97-4, 97-5, and 97-6.  This action item remains OPEN.

31 Mar 99 Update:  A preliminary draft has been prepared and provided to OC-ALC/TILDO for their comments.  Based on those comments work continues but still lags due to press of other tasks.  Anticipate circulation of a first formal draft for review by 1 Jun 99.

Apr 99 Meeting Update:  During a post-meeting working session, the general content of this proposed publication was discussed briefly.  Most importantly, as discussed in Action Item #97-6, an attachment to this proposed manual will contain instructions on the use of the current AFMC Form 41 as raised to an AF level form.  A preliminary draft was provided to the ANG representative for review from the user community perspective.  When comments from this preliminary review are incorporated, the draft will then be posted on the Engineering Data WEB page for review with notification via e-mail.  This action item remains OPEN.

Nov 99 Meeting Update:  Due to mixups the draft presented during the meeting was not the version initially posted for review.  AFEDG was tasked to re-review the 29 Jun 99 draft version and provide comments to MSG/ILMP for incorporation.  MSG/ILMP will then provide updated copy for AFEDG review and comment.  Comments to be incorporated/resolved and final formal coordination begun not later than Jan 31, 2000.  During the interim, MSG/ILMP is to obtain an identifier from AFDPO/PPP for this draft manual.  This action item remains OPEN.

31 October 2000 Update:  From the working meeting held 2-3 May at W-P AFB the proposed AF Manual and JEDMICS access request form were finalized.  These drafts were posted on the Engineering Data WebSite for further review and a written request for document identifiers submitted thru HQ AFMC/ENPM to HQ USAF/ILMM who then submitted this package to AFDPO/PPP.  The identifier assigned is AFMAN 21-407.  AFDPO/PPP has reviewed the draft we submitted then returned it for some non-content, editorial corrections which we accomplished.  We are currently waiting for the form identifier to conduct the formal approvals and submit for publication.  The submission of this publication, the JEDMICS access request form, and AFI 21-401 will be concurrently to avoid delays and disconnects between these three items.  This action item remains OPEN.

Nov 00 Meeting Update:  As noted above, the identifier AFMAN 21-407 has been assigned.  Upon assignment of the associated JEDMICS ACCESS REQUEST FORM identifier, this manual and revised AFI 21-401 will be submitted for formal coordination and approval concurrently.  This action item remains OPEN.

27 February 2001 Update:  As detailed on Action Item 97-6 update, the JEDMICS ACCESS REQUEST form has been assigned the identifier AF Form 4265.  Additionally, Attachments 2 and 6 have been converted into forms by AFDPO/PPPF as AF Form 4264, JEDMICS USER ACTION REQUEST, and AF Form 4266, JEDMICS ANNUAL RENEWAL / TERMINATION.  When drafts of these forms are ready they will be circulated for approval coordination along with AFMAN 21-407 and AFI 21-401 revision.  This action item remains OPEN.

Apr 01 Meeting Update:  Development work is complete and the proposed document has been assigned the designation AFMAN 21-407.  Although this work is complete, along with revision of AFI 21-401 (see AI 98-1), further action must wait for of the three new forms required before formal coordination and submission for publication can be initiated.  As detailed on Action Item 97-6 update, the JEDMICS ACCESS REQUEST form has been assigned the identifier AF Form 4265.  Additionally, Attachments 2 and 6 of the new manual have been converted into forms by AFDPO/PPPF as AF Form 4264, JEDMICS USER ACTION REQUEST, and AF Form 4266, JEDMICS ANNUAL RENEWAL / TERMINATION.  Draft development of these forms for on-line digital use by AFDPO is still in work and being coordinated by HQ USAF/ILMM with initial review by MSG/MMF.  At this time the basic form structures appear adequate but the on-line use development is having difficulty.  When drafts of these forms are ready, target date 18 May 01, they will be circulated for approval coordination along with AFMAN 21-407 and AFI 21-401 revision.  Refer to Action Item 97-6 for more details regarding forms development.  This action item remains OPEN.
24 July 2001 Update:  Since the Apr 01 meeting the draft AF Form 4264, JEDMICS USER ACTION REQUEST, was provided by AFDPO/PPPF on 5 May 01 and again reviewed.  The draft form was found to still be in need of work, primarily with regard to utilizing it on-line, and comments were submitted to AFDPO/PPPF the same day.  Unfortunately there has been no action by AFDPO/PPPF since that time in spite of follow up by both MSG/MMF and HQ USAF/ILMM.  This action item remains OPEN.

8 October 2002 Update:  This Action Item is interdependent with AI’s 97-4, 97-5, 97-6, & 98-1.  Activity on each is pending action by AFDPO/PPPF regarding development finalization of AF Forms 4264, 4265, & 4266.  This action item is on HOLD.

28 February 2003 Update:  This Action Item continues to be interdependent with AI’s 97-4, 97-5,

97-6, & 98-1.  HQ USAF/ILMM continues to negotiate with AFDPO/PPP to determine when AF Forms 4264 & 4265 will be available for formal review action.  AF Form 4266 has been deleted, see AI 97-6.  This Action item is on HOLD.
