This instruction implements AFPD 21-4, Engineering Data.  It describes the duties of Engineering Data Service Centers (EDSC) and assigns responsibility for storing, distributing, and controlling engineering data.  AFCA is exempt from this instruction but will use AFI 21-404, Developing and Maintaining Communications and Computer Systems Installation Records.  This instruction contains references to AFMAN 21-407 for implementation.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This revision updates organizational references, clarifies approval criteria and process for establishing Category I through IV EDSCs, deletes the EDSC role as DODISS document ordering service, establishes acceptance criteria for delivered and transferred engineering data, defines official engineering data, and removes DODISS library considerations from EDSC criteria.  This revision also implements AFMAN 21-407 guidance.

Section A--Responsibilities

1.  HQ USAF/ILM:
1.1.  Determines policy for storing, distributing, and controlling engineering data.

1.2.  Approves or disapproves requests for Category V EDSCs following MAJCOM or FOA approval coordination.

1.3.  Chairs the Air Force Engineering Data Group (AFEDG).

1.4.  Ensures that EDSCs storing engineering data determine and implement environmental and access control requirements.

1.5.  Advocates and implements CALS policy to standardize systems and increase electronic distribution of engineering data.

2.  Major Commands and Field Operating Agencies (MAJCOM and FOA):
2.1.  Approve or disapprove requests for Category I through IV EDSCs following coordination with primary supporting Category V EDSC.

2.2.  Coordinates and forwards to HQ USAF/ILM requests to establish a Category V EDSC with recommendation for approval or disapproval.  Approval recommendations include plans for establishing and supporting the Category V EDSC.

2.3.  Oversee the management of, designate focal points and set priorities for, EDSCs within their jurisdiction.

2.4.  Name members to represent the organization in the AFEDG.

2.5.  Require EDSCs to periodically confirm that users need to automatically receive, or electronically access engineering data.

2.6.  Set policy for base level data requirements.

2.7.  Make sure that all engineering data placed in EDSCs comply with applicable established data file structure for digital storage.

3.  Headquarters Air Force Materiel Command (HQ AFMC/ENP):
3.1.  Serves as co-vice chair of the AFEDG for the formulation of policy.

4.  AF Product Data Systems Modernization Program Office (MSG/MMF):
4.1  Serves as co-vice chair of the AFEDG for policy implementation and coordinates the time, place, and agenda of meetings.

4.2.  Lead Standardization Activity for Department of Defense (DoD) Engineering Data Reproduction Systems (EDRS) standardization area.

4.3.  Designated Air Force custodian for all publications within the Drawing Practices (DRPR) Standardization Area.

5.  HQ Cryptologic Systems Group (HQ CPSG/LGL):
5.1.  Distributes, stores, and controls cryptologic and subsurface atomic energy detection, nuclear ordnance (limited) and related equipment engineering data.

6.  Air Force Engineering Data Group (AFEDG):
6.1.  Reviews and suggests changes to policy on Air Force engineering data storage, distribution, and control for this instruction as well as AFI 21-402, Engineering Drawing System, AFI 21-403, Acquiring Engineering Data, and AFMAN 21-407, Engineering Data Storage, Distribution, and Control.

6.2.  Members include Air Force engineering data users and activities involved in storing, distributing, and controlling engineering data.

6.3  The chair may appoint ad hoc sub-groups to address specific concerns.

7.  Planning Goals:  When planning to store, distribute, and control engineering data consider these goals:
7.1.  Plan for increased automation.

7.2.  Plan for increased electronic interface capabilities for engineering data.

7.3.  Improve accountability by continually improving the process. 

7.4.  Increase ability to electronically store, extract, and distribute single items or sets of engineering data.

Section B--Operations and Measurements

8.  Accepting Data:  Engineering data developed per AFI 21-402, acquired by contract delivery, or design activity transfer is received and reviewed for Air Force acceptance only by the Category V EDSCs identified in Atch 3.  Engineering data accepted for placement in a Category V EDSC is designated as "official engineering data" and managed per this instruction.

8.1.  Acceptance of engineering data developed per AFI 21-402 is accomplished according to established local criteria which addresses as a minimum the legibility, engineering release authorization, distribution statement, export control notation when applicable, and retrieval of the data.

8.2.  Engineering data received as the result of a delivery contract shall be accompanied by a Letter of Technical Acceptance per AFI 21-403 and is accepted according to review criteria which includes, as a minimum, legibility, compatibility with storage facilities, distribution statements, export control notation when applicable, contract identification information, and retrieval of the data.  Statistical sampling techniques are used when deemed appropriate.  Acceptance of engineering data delivered to the designated Category V EDSC is certified by completion of DD Form 250, Material Inspection and Receiving Report.

8.3.  Engineering data received by design activity transfer is revised per AFI 21-402 to document the transfer action before placement in the EDSC.

8.4.  Category V EDSCs provide engineering data to Category I through IV EDSCs by request.  Category I through IV EDSCs accept data only from Air Force Category V EDSCs.

9.  Authorized EDSCs Distributing Data:
9.1.  Store, distribute, and control engineering data.

9.2.  Protect classified data per AFPD 31-4, Information Security, and AFI 31-401, Managing the Information Security Program Management.

9.3.  Protect limited rights data from unauthorized access, according to FAR Subpart 27.4 and DFARS Subpart 227.71.

9.4.  Release data per AFPD 61-2, Management of Scientific and Technical Information, DoD 5400.7-R, DoD Freedom of Information Act Program, AFI 37-132, Air Force Privacy Act Program, and AFI 61-204 , Disseminating   Scientific and Technical Information.

9.5.  Make rules for providing data to authorized users.

9.6.  Set policies for releasing data as Government Furnished Information through authorized Government agencies.

10.  Requisitioning Engineering Data:

10.1.  Implement the guidance of AFMAN 21-407 to establish electronic and non-electronic procedures for requesting engineering data from a Category V EDSC.

10.2.  Establish procedures for EDSCs to answer requests for data.

10.3.  Establish procedures and controls for providing data in response to FMS, Public Sales, and Freedom of Information Act  (FOIA) requests.

10.4.  Establish criteria for prioritizing requests and response times for request response.

10.5.  Establish procedures for customer feedback and resolution of data problems encountered.

11.  Storing Data:  
11.1.  Store data media in environmentally controlled and secure facilities.

11.2.  Keep back up data files (disks and tapes) of electronic data in an area remote from the EDSC.

12.  Controlling Data: 

12.1.  Establish controls to protect the accuracy and integrity of engineering data delivered to an EDSC.

12.2.  Establish controls to make sure that only officially acquired and processed data is accepted.

13.  Reproducing Data:
13.1.  EDSCs shall establish capabilities to reproduce data in, or delivered to, the EDSC.

14.  Measuring Success:

14.1.  EDSCs collect data according to the Engineering Data Report (RCS: HAF-LGM[A]9315), to achieve targeted results as defined by AFPD 21-4.

Official engineering data--Those data developed per AFI 21-402, acquired and accepted in accordance with AFI 21-403, or acquired by design activity transfer which are accepted for entry in a Category V EDSC.

Attachment 2

DESCRIPTIONS OF EDSC CATEGORIES

EDSC Activities.  Activities that store and distribute engineering data.  For the purposes of this manual, these activities are generically referred to as an official repository.  Within the Air Force there are five categories.  Categories I through IV are assigned to local base-level engineering data service centers.  The principal objective of a local base-level EDSC is to support maintenance activities.  Category V is designated as a primary DoD repository and is the only facility authorized to accept data deliveries for retention as official engineering data.  Functional descriptions follow:

CATEGORY I EDSC—This EDSC is established to support a base or installation whose mission requires minimal engineering data.  These EDSCs do not maintain data files nor are they authorized to have any equipment for viewing and reproduction.

CATEGORY II EDSC—This EDSC is established to support a base or installation whose mission requires small amounts of engineering data.  These EDSCs do not maintain data files but may have equipment for viewing and printing copies of engineering data.  These EDSCs may requisition engineering data on a one-time basis.

CATEGORY III EDSC—This EDSC is established to support a base or installation whose mission requires individual items of data, some partial or complete sets of data, and the maintenance of data files.  These EDSCs requisition data on a one-time basis.  They are authorized to have equipment for viewing and printing copies of engineering data.

CATEGORY IV EDSC--This EDSC is established to support a base or installation whose mission requires complete sets of data.  These EDSCs must  establish access to the Category V EDSC JEDMICS to establish and maintain their data files.  They are authorized to have equipment for viewing and printing copies of engineering data.

CATEGORY V EDSC--This EDSC is established to receive, store, maintain, and provide access to the official AF record copies of engineering data.  This EDSC is the only AF entity authorized to receive new data from contractors, subcontractors, vendors, and government design activities; process requests for copies of individual items and sets of data from government and nongovernment activities.  These EDSCs are primary DoD repositories maintaining the official Air Force record copies of data and have complete reproduction capabilities for that data.  These EDSCs also perform the local base-level EDSC operations for their respective bases.
