Document Type Code  -  Update Process


During the JEDMICS Index Data Standardization meeting of 12 June 2001, consensus was achieved regarding the document type codes considered necessary and useful by JEDMICS data users.  The initial listing of codes was developed based on the former standard guidance of both MIL-STD-804 and AFR 67-28.  Additional codes were adopted after careful assessment of codes currently in use throughout DoD.  Previous practice of applying a code in the JEDMICS JMX_DocType field for every document loaded was considered to be excessive, of no practical value to JEDMICS users, and a prohibitive cost driver to implement.  The resulting list of codes is considerably shorter than previous such listings.


However, in developing this document type code list, it was recognized that the evolving nature of engineering data may well require development and adoption of additional codes.  The following process is established for the purpose of adopting these additional codes.

A.
Recommendations for new document type codes must include:

1.
Recommended code.  This code must be two characters and relate to the type of document as closely as practicable (i.e. MY for Mylar) and not duplicate a code currently used within DoD.

2.
Definition.  The type of document.

3.
Description.  Full description of the document type.

4.
Describe how implementation of the recommended code will benefit the JEDMICS user.  What and how functional areas will use the recommended code and how it will benefit their business process.

Conduct a review by JEDMICS site management for concurrence or objection and resolve any conflicts.

Upon concurrence, incorporate new code in published listing, OR

4.
If rejected, inform submitter of reasons for rejection and provide submitter opportunity to rebut the decision.
