
In this email message, we will describe rescission of Time Compliance TOs (TCTOs) and changes to TCTO series headers.  TO Managers should keep in mind that TODOs and TO users in the field absolutely rely on the AF TO Catalog for information about TCTO availability and rescission.  If a TCTO has been distributed, the JCALS Index record for the TCTO must be marked as available for published index.  


TCTO Rescission dates are assigned at the time the TCTO Number is established (DI 12.3).  TCTOs no longer automatically rescind in JCALS once the TCTO rescission date has passed. TO Managers must either rescind the TCTO (DI 12.7) or change the rescission date (DI 13.2 – update management dates, date to be rescinded).  Because Air Force policy requires users to stop modifying systems/equipment following the TCTO rescission date, it is essential that TO Managers ensure TCTO rescission dates are accurate and that TCTOs are rescinded when TCTO inspection or modification is complete.  

Unlike with the G022 system, TO Managers will not receive notification when a TCTO is within 150 days of its rescission date.  In JCALS, TO Managers must monitor TCTO rescission dates by periodically (no less than every 150 days) generating a TCTO Rescission Report in JCALS (DI 17.9).  Instructions 
for generating this report are contained in the JCALS Desktop Instructions.  TO Managers may also determine TCTO rescission dates by using the “Search TCTOs” function located in the AF TO Catalog (https://toindex-s.robins.af.mil/toindex/) and search by TCTO Series Header.  


TCTO Series Headers in JCALS will include TCTOs for only one classification type (Unclassified, Confidential and Secret).  Traditional TCTO Series Headers will only include unclassified TCTOs.  Classified TCTOs may only be established in special TCTO Series Headers corresponding to the classification of the TCTO.  The classification of the TCTO Series will be indicated in brackets as part of the TCTO Series Header. 

When releasing a TCTO, TO Managers must ensure that the TCTO is established in the TCTO Series of the appropriate classification. The following table provides examples for confidential and secret TCTO and corresponding TCTO Series Header numbers:
