New Interim window in JCALS Workfolder application

Effective with JCALS drop 2.6.1 the Recommended Change application provides JCALS users with an interim “Open With” window when opening a Recommended Change for edit and view from a workfolder.  (NOTE: The following procedure needs to be done for both the edit or view selection.)

The “Open With” window provides JCALS users with three different formats for opening their Recommended Change: 

1. Open to Edit/View using the Unix screen  

2. Open to Edit/View using the PC Client screen
3. Open to Edit/View using the PC Client screen.  

Users are directed to select the format 2, “Technical Manual Publication Change Request”, with the Command Line “C:\h\jpcss\bin\recchng.exe {-oid %oid} {-instlist %instlist}” See example windows below.

In addition, when you select the “Always use this program to open this type of file”, you will avoid seeing this screen in the future.
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AVAILABLE FOR DISTRIBUTION INDICATOR:  The Available For Distribution Button is now automatically set to “Yes” when a user Receives a Due-In.  This prevents the labels from failing because the user forgets to set the Available for Distribution Flag to “Yes” prior to attempting Labels.  TO Managers should be advised to leave the Available For Distribution Button on “No” (default) when Indexing new TO Increments as the switch will automatically set it to “Yes” when they receive stock.  DI - 18.3 (Reference CR 30253) - In  Other words - Don't touch the "issue data" when updating your index for changes, sups, revisions, whatever!!!!!
